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Zoning - Darrell Moore 
Mr. Moore noted the site is within the Sensitive Aquifer Recharge Area (SARA) overlay district, and if this 
conditional use was new today, it would be a requirement that groundwater monitoring wells be put in place. 
It is possible the ZBA may elect to institute some of the rules that would apply as if it was presented today. 
 
In regards to signs that are off property,  there is one sign that is labeled as a proposed sign to the east at the 
point of entrance. Mr. Moore said the record shows it being off property, and permitting that sign could prove 
tricky. It depends whether or not we consider that drive the point of access, or if it is private property. The 
record shows it is owned by the Conservation District.   
 
Mr. Zank stated the Committee should consider that drive is the main entrance, and the sign is going to be 
moved on the property.  
 
McHenry County Department of Health 
Ms. Boeckman did not have any comments, but she noted that, on the site plan, there is an additional septic 
lift pump. She asked when it was connected and installed.  
Ms. Geske answered it was installed in 2008. She pointed out to Ms. Boeckman where the lift pump was 
located. 
 
Ms. Boeckman asked if the restroom is open to the public. 
 
Ms. Geske stated sometimes the truckers use the washroom, but mainly they are there to get or dump 
material, and then they leave.  
 
It was noted the zoning hearing is tomorrow. Mr. Sandquist stated they would like to do an inspection today if 
that is possible.  
 
Mr. Zank stated if the site visit can be done before the hearing tomorrow, we can leave the hearing open until 
the voting meeting, and Ms. Geske could work on the conditions in advance of the voting meeting. Mr. Moore 
stated even with the conditions, the hearing would probably be continued.  
 
Ms. Geske mentioned, in the future, she would like to move the scale person over by the silos so that person 
can have a better view of the trucks. She stated they can address the accessibility in a new building rather 
than the existing older building. Mr. Sandquist advised they draw that on the site plan at the hearing 
tomorrow. 
 
Motion by Mr. Wallen, seconded by Mr. Beets to approve the Geske conditional use site plan with the 
condition that the applicant submit an amendment to show the proposed construction of a new scale house 
and building for approval by the zoning  enforcement prior to the ZBA vote on the recommendation on the 
conditional use permit renewal. 
 
Ms. Boeckman noted when the septic was installed, and said it appears not to be connected for the scale 
house, but for the office building. She said the lift station is not shown on her septic plan at all, as being what 
was installed on the day they were there for inspection. She stated they may need a site visit. It was noted the 
scale house is not connected to the septic. 
 
All members voted aye, motion passed.  
 
Mr. Sandquist noted the site plan approval is subject to submitting a revision showing the proposed location 
of the new building for approval by Mr. Moore before the ZBA voting meeting,  with the understanding there 
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will be conditions on the approval, subject to the ZBA and County Board action that would require that permit 
to be obtained and that structure to be built within a time frame of 18 months.  

V. STATUS UPDATES 

The Committee reviewed the status update spreadsheet that was included in the agenda.  
 
Regarding Dunham Properties, Mr. Moore stated, based on submittals, the plan does not meet the group home 
retirement. and we expect them to continue with the residential care facility application. A revised site plan will be 
on the next Staff Plat agenda. 
  
Mr. Moore noted Jarvis and Wirkus were conditional use permit renewals, and they have both conintued and to 
his knowledge, they have not submitted a follow-up site plan.
